CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION

P:

It’s a new year. The old has gone; the new has come. Or has it?

We tend to drag all our old worries and fears and problems into
the new year with us. And then we look ahead and wonder—and
perhaps even fear—what the new year will bring, whether joy or
sorrow, blessing or trouble, sickness or health.

The beginning of a new year can be exciting and fresh. It can also
be daunting and depressing as we realize the things we should
have said, should have accomplished, or on the other hand, those
things we should not have said or done.
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The new year gives us a time for pause and reflection. A good way
for us to reflect is to use God’s own Word as a mirror and guide,
to show us what needs to be forgiven from this past year and what
needs to be done in the year to come.

Tonight we use the Ten Commandments to guide our reflecting
and repenting.

What is the First Commandment?
You shall have no other gods.

What does this mean?
We should fear, love, and trust in God above all things.

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What is the Second Commandment?
You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your God.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not curse, swear,
use satanic arts, lie, or deceive by His name, but call upon it in
every trouble, pray, praise, and give thanks.

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What is the Third Commandment?
Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not despise
preaching and His Word, but hold it sacred and gladly hear
and learn it.

(Pause for silent reflectioj.
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What is the Fourth Commandment?
Honor your father and your mother.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not despise or
anger our parents and other authorities, but honor them,
serve and obey them, love and cherish them.

(Pause for silent reflectioh.
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What is the Fifth Commandment?
You shall not murder.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not hurt or harm
our neighbor in his body, but help and support him in every
physical need.

(Pause for silent reflectiop.
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What is the Sixth Commandment?
You shall not commit adultery.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we lead a sexually pure
and decent life in what we say and do, and husband and wife
love and honor each other.

(Pause for silent reflectiop.
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What is the Seventh Commandment?
You shall not steal.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not take our
neighbor’s money or possessions, or get them in any dishonest
way, but help him to improve and protect his possessions and
income.

C: You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor.

P:  What does this mean?

C: We should fear and love God so that we do not tell lies about

our neighbor, betray him, slander him, or hurt his reputation,
but defend him, speak well of him, and explain everything in
the kindest way.

P:  What is the Ninth Commandment?
C: You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not scheme to get
our neighbor’s inheritance or house, or get it in a way which
only appears right, but help and be of service to him in
keeping it.

P:  What is the Tenth Commandment?

C: You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant or
maidservant, his ox or donkey, or anything that belongs to
your neighbor.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God so that we do not entice or force
away our neighbor’s wife, workers, or animals, or turn them
against him, but urge them to stay and do their duty.

When we use these Ten Commandments and their explanations to
reflect on our past year and look ahead to the next, we find that we
are truly sinful and that we need to confess these sins to God, our
heavenly Father. O almighty God, merciful Father,

I, a poor, miserable sinner, confess unto You all my sins and
iniquities with which | have ever offended You and justly
deserved Your temporal and eternal punishment. But | am
heartily sorry for them and sincerely repent of them, and |
pray You of Your boundless mercy and for the sake of the
holy, innocent, bitter sufferings and death of Your beloved
Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious and merciful to me, a poor,
sinful being.

Upon this, your confession, 1, by virtue of my office, as a called
and ordained servant of the Word, announce the grace of God unto
all of you, and in the stead and by the command of my Lord Jesus
Christ, | forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit.
